WHAT IS THE CJC?

The CICis a collaborative court. Here's
what that means:

e Rather than having your case at the Hall
of Justice, you agree to actively participate
in treatment, services, and/or community
service to settle the charges against you.
Each legal case is different and what you
end up doing at the CIC is determined by
your charges, your criminal history, your
parole or probationary status and your
clinical / other needs.

e If you agree to participate in the CIC,
you will be assessed by a case manager
who will ask you about yourself. The case
manager will make a recommendation to
the CJC team about what kinds of treat-
ment and/or services you may need. Par-
ticipation can involve one or many activi-
ties: outpatient substance abuse groups,
mental health treatment, residential
treatment, education and training, pursu-
ing stable housing, and employment.

e If you complete the CJC program, your
case will be settled; if you're on probation,
you may have the option of voluntarily
attending in order to shorten your
probation.

There is no cost for services for CJC participants.

Any San Francisco resident can access treatment

and other supportive services.
